Every My Neighbourhood forum has a ‘core fund’ provided by the council – each 
year, the Western Parishes area receives £3500 to spend on local initiatives.  In 
addition, South Ribble Partnership has allocated £3000 to support the delivery of 
the Western Parishes My Neighbourhood Plan.  For bigger projects, where there 
are links to Council’s Corporate Plan, capital funds, such as Section 106 funding 
from developments may be available.
